Regulations
On The Procedure Of Holding International Handicrafts Festival

Chapter 1. General Provisions

1 These Regulations shall determine the procedure of holding International Handicrafts
Festival (hereinafter referred to as “the Festival”). )
2. The festival shall be held considering the following: 4

Wide popularization of handicrafts that has discovered the Great Silk Road that connected
the East and West and to be considered as necessary in the market economy of all the nations,
preserving and restoration of handicrafts traditions and schools, cooperation in in scientific
research and investigation in this field, organization of experience exchange and master classes,
encouragement of talented handicraftsmen in this field;

Thoroughly study of the history, schoeol and methods of handicrafts , and also of the role of
countries in socio-economic development, gathering manuscripts and secrets related to the ancient
handicrafts and applied arts, formation of interests in the handicrafts art in the hearts of the
young generation;

Deep development of the handicrafts areas, deep increase of the role and significance of
handicrafts in the culture and economy of the East and West, covering the traditions of Uzbek
national handicrafts and handicrafts of other nations holding scientific, creative communications
with them and cooperation;

3. The festival shall be held every two years beginning from 2019 in September in the City of
Kokand, Fergana Region;

Exact date and time of holding the festival shall be deterlmned by the Organizational
Committee for the preparation for and holding of International Handicrafts Festival (hereinafter
referred to as “the Organizing Committee™).

4 The Festival shall be organized and held by Chamber of Commerce and Industry,
“Khunarmand” Association and Fergana Region Governor's Office (hereinafter referred to as “the
Organizers”).

Chapter 2. Procedure And Conditions Of Holding The Festival

5. The following events shall be held within the framework of the festival:

Scientific-Practical Conference on the topic “Development Prospect Of Handicrafts And
Folk Applied Art” (hereinafter referred to as “the Scientific-Practical Conference”);

Competition of the Workmen (hereinafter referred to as “the Competition”);

Master-classes of foreign and local handicraftsmen;

Streetfestivities, program shows dramatized in modern and creative way in our country;

Fairs devoted to the history of handicrafts , demonstration of scientific-research and
scientific-educational works published in different languages;

Festival competition winners award présentation ceremony and gala concert.
6. The Festival shall be held in the Uzbek, English and Russian languages.
7. To the Festival shall be invited the creative delegation consisting of to 15 members
(handicraftsmen to 12 members and organization group members to 3) from each country as the
jury members approved by the Organizing Committee and their accommodation, catering, arrival
to anddeparture from Uszbekistan (including flights through the third countries), internal




transportation and travelling expenses shall be financed out of the recourses stipulated in
Paragraph 11 of these Regulations. .

Any handicraftsmen and applied art creators (except as 15 members of creative delegation),
well-known people, specialists and distinguished guestswilling to participate in the Festival at
their own expense may take part on the basis of the Organizers’ invitations.

8. Any specialists willing to participate in the Scientific-Practical Conference shall submit the
following documents to the organizing Committee three months prior to the date of holding the
Scientific-Practical Conference: '

Certificate (resume);

3 coloured photos (of 6x9 cm size); /

Text of speech of the Conference participant of 4 or 5 pages and not less than 300 words (in
English or Russian);

9. Any handicraftsmen willing to participate in the competition shall submit the following
documents to the organizing Committee three months prior to the date of holding the competition:

Certificate (resume);

3 coloured photos (of 6x9 cm size);

Letter of Recommendation on having enough experience in the field of handicrafts , and
participation in competitions and festivals held in their ¢wn cbuntry or abroad, issued by
authorities of corresponding field; ‘

At least 10 photos of products manufactured by such handicraftsman and videos of the
manufacturing process, .

10.  The Iist of the participants of the competition and Scientific-Practical Conference shall be
determined by the Organizing Committee and announced to the participants one month prior to
the date of Festival.

11 Any expenses related to the preparation for and holding of the Festival shall be covered by
the Organizing Committee according to the executed and duly approved estimate as follows:

50 % - out of Surplus Fund of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan;

50 % - out of additional funds of the local budget of Fergana Region, charitable contributions
of legal and natural persons and other sources not prohibited by legal acts.

Chapter 3. Organization Of International Jury’s Activity

12 International Jury shall be appointed of seven members by the organizing Comunittee for
the purpose to appraise the handicrafts of the participants of the competitions.

To the membership of the International Jury shall be invited high quality specialists, well-
known art and culture celebrities, scientists, researchers, practitioners as well as representatives of
carrespondent fields among member countries. ‘

Members of the International Jury shall elect the Chairman of the International Jury.

Chairman and members of the International Jury shall be paid USD 2 000 each.

13.  The following criteria shall be deemed as basic principle in appraising the handicrafts of
the participants of the competitions:

Traditional national peculiarities of the handicrafts products;

Attractiveness and grandeur of the branch of handicrafts , and having particular way and
school;

Having the handicrafts products of historical roots and not losing its significance;

The products and master-classes of the competition participants shall be appraised by the
International Jury according to 5 nominations (“The Best Handicraftsman”, “The Youngest
Handicraftsman”, “The Best Handicrafts School Teacher”, “Ancient Family Successor”,
“Handicraftsman Who Restored Ancient Handicrafts Type”),




Skills appraising criteria of the competitions participants shall be developed by Chamber of
Commerce and Industry and “Khunarmand” Association in cooperation with any interested
organization and approved by the Organizing Committee.

Chapter 4. Procedure of Awarding Prizes

14.  Winners of the competition within the frameworks of the Festival shall be awarded by the
Organizing Committee with diploma, figurine and money reward as follows:

By the nomination of “The Best Handicraftsman” — USD 15 000;

By the nomination of “The Youngest Handicraftsman” — USD 10 000;

By the nomination of “The Best Handicrafts School Teacher” — USD 10 000;

By the nomination of “Ancient Family Successor” — USD 5 000;

By the nomination of “Handicraftsman Who Restored Ancient Handicrafts Type” - USD
5 000.
15.  The organizers, creative associations, funds and other organizations may independently
establish special prizes to award skilled handicraftsmen who won attention of the members of the
jury and fans.

Bvery participant of the Festival shall be issued the Certificate of partticipation in the
International Handicrafts Festival. '

Chapter 5. Rights Of The Organizers

16,  The Organizers shall be entitled to;

hold the Festival and produce and distribute all kinds of audio, video, printed and other
products prepared at the end of the Festival;

use of any materials sent by natural and legal persons who desired to take part in the
Festival with the advertisement purposes;

attract to the Festival any leading producers, managers and branch specialists in the world

Chapter 6. Final Provisions

17.  Any foreign participant of the Festival must have it own medical insurance.

18, Head Department of public financial control of the Ministry of Finance of the Republic of
Uzbekistan shall control the targeted use of and proper payment of budgetary funds assigned for
the organization and holding of the Festival.
